· Successfully completed Certificate 2, 3 and Advanced Diploma in    Applied and Visual Arts.
· Participated in 3 joint exhibitions at Tandanya, with other Taoundi students and visiting artists.
· In 2006 to current, I have been employed on a casual basis at the Living Kaurna Cultural Centre as an Aboriginal art/culture teacher/lecturer. This involves hands on art demonstrations as well as communicating the history and cultural significance of aboriginal art. Demonstrations include copy right issues, art taboos i.e. regional/clan ownership of specific art styles, female/male boundaries and the significance that art plays in an oral culture.
· I was involved in a joint exhibition at the SA Museum, Tappa Tauatta with other Taoundi students During November, December 2006.
· I participated in the Princes contemporary Art Show at PAC from the 23rd -25th of March 2007, whilst I did not sell any work I received positive feedback and was invited to attend again in 2008, this was part of the Fringe Festival also.

· I entered The City of Campbell town & Rotary Club of Campbell town Art Show and Sale, April 19th – 22nd 2007, where I won first prize for best Indigenous artwork, I also sold a painting to Council. I again participated in 2008.
· I was commissioned by the City of Port Adelaide Enfield (The Port Festival 2007) to paint a fiber glass dolphin which was displayed during the festival, and auctioned at the end to raise money for the Whale and Dolphin conservation organization. This culminated in an Auction dinner on the 29th of April 2007 where my dolphin Yerlo Parri sold for $9000-. I was purchased by Council and is now in the Port Adelaide Information centre.
· I have participated in the Celtic/ Art in the Hart festival and have sold artwork on all occasions, 2007/ 2010
· I have been involved with the Visual Arts Market at the Festival       Centre since June 2006 and was involved till its closure. I was involved with the Rundle St. Markets in 2006/7. I have done Art work-shops at the last 2 open days a LKCC, 2007/8.
· In May/June 2008 I was invited by the City of Marion to participate in an exhibition at Gallery M at the Marion Cultural Centre and NPSP Council Town Hall for reconciliation week, Both were successful and I sold work at both exhibitions, I was also a guest speaker at the opening of the NPSP event. I exhibited at Elderton Winery and At the Frangipani Studios for SALA 2008, and was asked by Adelaide City Council to participate in a joint exhibition with an indigenous photographer for NAIDOC week 2008, which I did.
· In 2009 I was approached by Sydney University and asked if they could put my biography on the “Dictionary of Australian Artists Online”, which has been done. I am still working as an artist doing art workshops at the LKCC, I was employed by Ivan Rehorek to run art workshops at the Women’s and Children’s Hospital School, for a wall mural in the WCH corridor and a wall in the maternity ward under the same project, starting August 2009, this did not come to fruition. I participated in SALA 2009 and had a solo exhibition at Rolf Binder wines @ Veritas Winery as well as participating in Our Mob Metro at Tandanya. In October 2009 I had a solo exhibition at Taoundi College as part of the Port Festival, which went well and I received a lot of positive feedback as well as selling a large piece of work to the college. I also participated in the Art in the Hart and Celtic festival in September 2009.

· In 2009 I participated in the biannual Port Festival and held a solo    exhibition at Taoundi College, I was asked by the Port Festival committee to participate and I thought it would be a good idea to involve Tauondi in the festival, I was hoping to promote the college as well as show current students that you can achieve success after leaving the college. I believed the exhibition to be a success.

· I also participated in SALA I had a solo exhibition at a winery in the Barossa as well 3 paintings in “Our Mob Metro”

· I participated in the St Peters Cathedral Art show and have received positive feedback and invitations to participate in future events.

· I also had an Art stall at the Art in the Hart Fair at Port as well the 2009 Spirit Festival, I also participated in the 20th Anniversary of Tandanya.

· In 2010, I participated in a collaboration of local aboriginal artists at the Living Kaurna Cultural Centre for the Fringe Festival. I liaised with Leann Bonner of the Adelaide City Council to coordinate and participate in a display in the Adelaide Town Hall foyer for NAIDOC, and participated in the Campbelltown Rotary Art Show. I am working with Jacqueline from Art Logic to rent some of my work out to large businesses and to be put on her website for sales and hire of my work. I also have my own website hhtp://www.nikkicarabetta.com.au, of course it is not professional and probably a little naïve but it does show my work. 
· I have participated in a collaborative exhibition for Reconciliation week at The Little Glenelg Gallery on Jetty Road, Glenelg where I was also a guest speaker. May 2010
· I had 3 SALA sites across Adelaide in2010 and participated in Our Mob Metro again and had an exhibition at the Adelaide Town Hall for NAIDOC week  June/ August 2010
· In 2011, I participated in the Tour Down Under Market at Noarlunga, which I was invited to attend as I do not do Markets regularly. I also participated in the Rundle street Markets for the opening of the Tour Down Under.
· I participated in the 2011 Spirit festival which was incorporated into the Fringe that year.

· I had an Artist in Residency job in April 2011 at the Fisk Street Primary School in Whyalla, funded by Project Cargo at Carclew and BHP Billiton, to paint an indigenous snakes and ladder game 10x10m2 on the playground; I worked with the indigenous students and the Aboriginal community of Whyalla. 
· I entered the Barrosa Regional Art show, in April, 2011.
· I gave 3 lectures for the SA Probus clubs, where I also sold art work to members.
· I was a guest speaker for several organizations for Reconciliation and NAIDOC weeks as well as participating in exhibitions for both, one at the Bakehouse Theatre and the latter at the Semaphore Library. I was a guest speaker at Unley High for Reconciliation Week, I exhibited art for the week and sold a painting to the school. 2011.
· I exhibited at MARC in a solo exhibition for SALA. 2011.
· I ran a course of workshops at Cabra Domenican College in August for the gifted program. They worked in small groups on shared canvases depicting their interpretations of South Australian Aboriginal dreaming stories, which will be displayed for their 125 year celebrations.

· I participated in the Port Festival 2011/ artist’s fair on the 8th and 9th of October, which was very successful for me and I received commission work from the event.
· I was part of a joint exhibition at the Living Kaurna Cultural Centre for the month of October 2011 and have already sold 3 paintings.
· I participated in the Walkerville Art Show November 2011.

· So far this year, 2012 I have participated in the 2012 Spirit Festival which was a Fringe event, and an exhibition at Yumpu Gallery called Reflections, where I sold one of 2 pieces of work displayed by myself.

· I had a series of workshops for WOMADelaide, at Kidzone, sponsored by Carclew Youth Arts, my workshops were fully booked for the day and were very successful, I based them on the Narringderri dreaming story about Ngurrunderri and more specifically Thukeri the Bream, which he created.

· I participated in the Whitmore Square Arts Fair (Stall and workshop), which was on the last day of the 2012 Fringe. I had a successful day and the workshops went well.

· I participated in the Yorke Peninsular Easter Arts fair 2012.

· I participated in a joint exhibition at Gallery M for Reconciliation week this year. 2012
· I participate in a joint exhibition in Sydney NSW at the Tap Gallery in 2012

· I ran an Aboriginal art workshop at Carclew Youth Arts for the Spring holidays, 2012, which was filmed by Totally Wild to be aired on Channel 10 early 2013.

· I participated in Our Mob at the Adelaide Festival Centre from October to the 2nd of December 2012.

· I have been booked  to be a guest speaker at two Probus clubs so far this year and will also have the opportunity to sell work at both, I have always sold work previously and have received positive feedback and have found it a rewarding experience.
· I ran an art workshop at Charles Campbell College in the last week of term 2 and am going to work on a mural and courtyard game in terms 3 and 4 this year (2012)

· I participated in the Tandanya Arts Fair on the 24/25 of November 2012 where I sold a large painting valued at over $1000-
· I had a space at the Port Adelaide Artist Forum Christmas Arts and Crafts market at Yumpu Gallery, on the 1st of December 2012, where I sold smaller pieces and networked with a different audience.

· I was employed by Glen Osmond Primary School to be an artist in residence where I ran Aboriginal art workshops culminating in the production of a large mural on the gymnasium wall; this was from the 19th November to the 6th of December 2012.

· I also completed a Curatorial workshop/seminar which ran over a week earlier in the year by Anangku Arts.

· 16-17/02/13 Participated in the Spirit Festival as an exhibitor, I sold work on both days and was filmed by NITV.

· I exhibited at Cleland Wildlife Park for SALA in 2013 in the month of October, I received a lot of positive feedback from this exhibition and featured in an article in The Advertiser. I have since sold 5 paintings from the exhibition to Aurecon a national architectural firm, one of their directors saw my work and now my paintings are going to be distributed between their eastern offices.
· I participated in a residency at the SALA open day on the 30/08/13 and also sold a large painting that was on display in the SALA on show marquee.

· I worked for Active Education as a cultural and art facilitator from the 14/10/13 to the 30/1013. I helped them whilst they filled the position full time as their Aboriginal facilitator had retired suddenly.

· I am participated in the Port Adelaide Festival on the 19/20 of October 2013, I have always done well before at this event and got positive feedback. 
· I am designing a mural for Hawthorne dean Primary school as of the 28/10/13, which should last a couple of weeks.

· I am running 3 Aboriginal art workshops on the 12/11/13 at the Immaculate Heart of Mary Primary School.

	I have sold artwork at various markets around Australia including Mindil Beach Markets in Darwin, The Noarlunga Quarry Markets during the 2004/10 Tour Down Under, Marion Markets, the Art in the Hart markets at Port Adelaide, the Adelaide Entertainment Centre Visual Arts Market and currently Rundle street Markets including the 2008/9/10 Tour Down Under which were very successful. I went to Darwin in June 2009 where I sold art works at the Mindle Beach Markets. In 2010 I attended Mount Martha Markets in VIC. 
During 2005/6 I taught a year 6/7 art elective on Wednesday afternoons at Norwood Primary school, this was on a voluntary basis and included such projects as printing without a press, glass and ceramic painting, drawing using different mediums, wax resist and mosaic.
